Response: 
 
 Programme outcomes and Course outcomes are regularly evaluated by the institution. 

The Program outcome assessment are evaluated by the experts from the university and outside 

university system and later the examination section announces the results. The action plans 

address the highlighted issues. The Internal Assessment includes academic assignments, 

presentations, Seminars and other activities. The domain's performance targets/criteria 

(measurable goals) are also defined. The university assesses student’s learning directly and 

indirectly. Organizing seminars to establish educational goals and outcomes. The faculty can 

access the programme outcomes and learning outcomes online. Continuous Assessment         

(25-75%) of course objectives, learning outcomes, and pedagogy. The curriculum specifies the 

parameters/learning outcomes to be measured and the desired emphasis throughout programme 

delivery. The outcome evaluation identifies gaps between the anticipated goals and the achieved 

results.
